The Scot Gregor MacGregor was
in France. He had been involved
in fraud. Many people went to
Poyais in Central America.
MacGregor was praising Poyais.

In France MacGregor set up
a scheme.

For the
people of France, he said Poyais
wasn’t a kingdom.

They also put MacGregor in
custody.

He returned to London. He
was arrested in London. He spent
a week in [the] prison. But he was
freed. And did he cease selling
things in Poyais? No! He was still
selling schemes. He told the
British that Poyais was now a
republic. He told them he was the
President.

had competition. Others opened
offices in London. They were also
“selling” land in  “Poyais”.
MacGregor moved to Scotland.
But he was still involved in
Poyaisian matters.

Finally, in 1839, he moved to
Venezuela. He had fought for
independence in Venezuela. That
was years before. Thus, he
received an army pension. And he
got a nice house. He died in
Venezuela in 1845.

I wonder if MacGregor
smiled from time to time. Perhaps
he was contemplating the fraud he
perpetrated and how he got away
with it. But might there have been
something on his conscience also?
He damaged some people who
believed his story — that there was
a rich country in Central America.
He talked the talk [“he had a
beautiful mouth”], that’s for sure.

Rinn e cron mor air
feadhainn a chreid an stoiridh aige —
gun robh duthaich bheartach ann am
Meadhan Ameireagaidh. Bha beul
breagha aige, gu dearbh.
